Players should read and 
understand this policy prior to participating in our league. Any player guilty of improper conduct at any game or 
practice will be asked to leave the sports facility and be suspended from the following game. The Board of 
Directors will review all infractions. Depending on the severity or frequency, the Board may assess additional 
disciplinary action up to and including expulsion from Manhattan Beach Little League.

• I will show respect to all game officials, coaches, players, and parents and never act in a manner that 
would be disrespectful toward them.  

• I will not use drugs, tobacco or alcohol at any Manhattan Beach Little League practice or 
game and will remind others on my team not to do so.  

• I will shake hands with the other team at the conclusion of all games.  

• I will shake hands with the officials at the conclusion of all games.
